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Curriculum

Our curriculum follows National Curriculum guidelines and aims to provide a broad and balanced
learning experience for all.

At Key Stage 3 our two-year programme covers all the National Curriculum subjects. Students are
taught in ability groups in the majority of subjects.

During our three-year Key Stage 4 programme all students study the English Baccalaureate core
subjects of English, Mathematics, Science, a Modern Foreign language and a humanities subject
such as Geography or History.

A wide range of option subjects including visual and performing arts, technology, sports and
computing courses supplement the core curriculum. We expect all our students to achieve at least
8 passes at grades A*-C including the English Baccalaureate subjects.

Toot Hill Sixth Form College offers a range of pathways for students to continue learning with us
during Key Stage 5 (16 - 18 years). We pride ourselves on our A Level provision and promote the
highest aspirations for all our students.

Extra-Curricular

Extra-curricular opportunities are an essential part of providing a balanced and exciting range of
experiences in school.
